Design Your Own Survey
If you had the chance to design and do your own survey to gather opinions of students in your school…what would you want to find out? For this assignment, you will come up with a short survey, get at least 20 people to complete the survey and write up your results.

You will want to choose a single subject from psychology to do your survey on. This can be either basic or applied research. For example, it might be interesting to find out how Sophomores view dating in contrast to how Seniors view dating. Other possible subjects could be about friends, work, study habits, clothes, sports, school lunches, etc. Once you decide on a topic, write at least ten OBJECTIVE questions or statements. Objective questions are those that ask for an opinion. You will need to have questions with MULTIPLE CHOICE answers. For instance a scale such as this one:

SA=Strongly Agree A=agree D=Disagree SD=Strongly Disagree

Do not just ask a question and allow them to respond. You could get 100 different answers and it is difficult to analyze! An example of a survey about dating is shown below:

1. Your grade in High School is: 9 10 11 12
2. The male should pay for the first date. SA A D SD
3. A movie theater is a good place to go for a first date. SA A D SD
4. You should date lots of different people when you first begin dating and not get into a ‘serious’ relationship.
SA A D SD
5. Dating is the best way to get to know someone who is interesting to you. SA A D SD
6. Going out on dates is most fun when you can go on a double date with another couple. SA A D SD

After you have developed your survey, bring the questions to Ms. Peterson for approval. Once approved, give your survey to at least 20 different people, tally the results, and write up at least a one page response regarding what you found out. Your analysis should include a breakdown of percentages of each possible response to every survey question as well as what you learned about the subject from the survey. Were there any surprises? How could your survey results help improve your school environment, or the personal lives of students surveyed?

Have fun with this assignment! Please include BOTH your survey and your write up when you submit in your assignment! You will work in groups of 2-3 people. Make sure you are all participating in this assignment, from creating the questions, to distributing the survey, to analyzing the results. Also make sure all of your names are on everything!
